UPP for health insurance

What's UPP?

Utah’s Premium Partnership for Health Insurance (pronounced “up”) helps make health
insurance more affordable for families and individuals. UPP will help you pay your monthly
health insurance premium when you enroll in COBRA.

If you already have COBRA coverage, you may also be eligible.

Benefits of UPP?

After you enroll in UPP and begin paying your COBRA premium, you get:
e Up to $300 per adult each month.
e Up to $180 per child each month.
e Options for your child’s dental coverage.

Do | qualify?
To qualify, you and your family must meet the following guidelines:
e You are a U.S. citizen or legal resident
You are age 0 - 64
You are COBRA eligible or are currently receiving COBRA coverage
Your COBRA health insurance plan meets basic guidelines
You meet the income guidelines below
