b.  General, Public and Private Hospitals;  

 
c.  Skilled, Intermediate and Personal Care Nursing Homes.  

 
2.  The types of institutions  specified above are subject  to the following standard-setting 

authority:

The following citation to  State legislation shows (a)  that the authority is a  State 
authority, as distinguished from a local authority,  and (b)  that  the authority is  
empowered and has the  duty  to establish and maintain standards for  the types of  
institutions where medical care and services  may be provided under  the State plan:
